
Good Times / Bad Times 

Good times:  Dr. Joe has been established in his new clinic for a few months now, and is becoming more well known in the area.  
More people are stopping by and sitting a while, interested in hearing stories about veterinary medicine and the unusual cases with 

which he deals. 

Bad times:  Ramadan, the Muslim holy month of fasting, tends to be very slow, work-wise.  No eating or drinking during daylight 
hours makes for very little activity when daytime temperatures hover around 40 C (low 100’s F).  During Ramadan, Muslims  
believe that the power of evil spirits is curtailed, and that they are more likely to be shown the way to paradise if they observe the 

rules of Ramadan.  They also believe that there is one special night during the month (called ‘Night of Power’) that all prayers will 

be answered.  No-one knows which night this will be.  In Dr. Joe’s country no one would dare to refer to Ramadan as ‘bad times’; 

though, for risk of being severely punished. 

Good times:  The spring rains came in more abundance than the previous 9 years, easing the severe effects of drought.  There is 
more green growth in the desert this summer and that alleviates the need for poor farmers to go further into debt to buy feed. 

Bad times:  Because of the rains and re-growth of natural vegetation, the sheep, goats, and camels are mostly turned out for  
grazing.  This means there is very little direct evaluation of the animals and fewer cases presented for veterinary care.   Income for 

the clinic is down dramatically.  Still, we rejoice in the rain and green growth, and trust that the Lord will provide. 

Good times:  Over the last few months there have been some 
wonderful stories of Muslims receiving visions and dreams 

about Jesus, and starting to ask questions about their faith and 

Islamic teachings.   One such Muslim who has come to new life 

in Jesus is very interested in Bible study and the study of  
comparative religion to be able to present the gospel to his  

family.   His wife very much appreciates the way Christianity 

approaches women, but finds it so hard to risk cutting herself off 

from her Islamic heritage. 

More Good News:  Since the last newsletter, Dr. Joe has been 
able to retain the services of a fellow believer as a veterinary 

assistant in the clinic. This assistant is from a different Middle-

Eastern country and has had a number of significant  

opportunities to witness to clients of the clinic as well as to other 
hired help.  We are thrilled 

that ‘Sam’ (a pseudonym) is 

able to be a partner in ministry 

and hopeful that we will be 

able to raise the $400 monthly 
support to allow him to  

continue working with Moses 

project.
